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UK Regional Trade in Goods Statistics: Year Ending Q3 2020*

Please note, due to data availability the geography used in the following report is the East Midlands
region and the West Midlands region (opposed to the 65 local authority geography) to form the overall
Midlands Engine figures.

Key Points:

For the year ending Q3 2020 exports from the Midlands Engine area was worth £47.2bn which has
decreased by £8.8bn (-15.7%) when compared to Q3 2019. The UK decreased by 13.8% to
£229.3bn over the same period.

The Midlands Engine area accounts for 15.8% of UK exports (8.5% WM and 7.3% EM) which is
above London and the South East, both at 12.8% each.

For the year ending Q3 2020 imports to the Midlands Engine area was worth £54.8bn which was
a decrease of £12.4bn (-18.4%) when compared to Q3 2019. The UK decreased by 15.9% to
£416.1bn over the same period.

The largest SITC section for exports in the Midlands Engine area was machinery and transport at
£31.5bn — 66.8% of total. Compared to the year ending Q3 2019 this has decreased by £6.3bn (-
16.7%).

The highest value of exports from the Midlands Engine area was to the European Union at £21.7bn
- accounting for 46.0% of the total. However, this has decreased by £5.2bn (-19.5%) from the year
ending Q3 2019

In Detail:

In the year ending Q3 2020, the Midlands Engine area exported £47.2bn worth of goods and
imported £54.8bn. This led to a trade deficit of £7.6bn, a decrease from the trade deficit in the
year ending Q3 2019 which was nearly £11.2bn.

In the year ending Q3 2020, the West Midlands exported £25.5bn and imported £29.6bn —a trade
deficit of £4.1bn. The East Midlands exported £21.7bn and imported £25.2bn — a trade deficit of
£3.5bn.

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Exports

e Forthe year ending Q3 2020 exports from the Midlands Engine area was worth £47.2bn which has
decreased by £8.8bn (-15.7%) when compared to Q3 2019. The UK decreased by 13.8% to
£229.3bn over the same period.

e Inthe year ending Q3 2020, all the UK regions experienced a decrease in export values compared
to the year ending Q3 2019. The highest value decrease in exports was in the South East by £9.2bn
(-19.4%) to £38.3bn. This was followed by Scotland by £6.6bn (-19.1%) to £27.8bn and the West
Midlands by nearly £6.5bn (-20.3%) to £25.5bn.

e The Midlands Engine area accounts for 15.8% of UK exports (8.5% WM and 7.3% EM) which is
above London and the South East, both at 12.8% each.

The following chart shows UK exports by region, years to Q3 2018, Q3 2019 and Q3 2020:
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e For the year ending Q3 2020 imports to the Midlands Engine area was worth £54.8bn which was
a decrease of £12.4bn (-18.4%) when compared to Q3 2019. The UK decreased by 15.9% to
£416.1bn over the same period.

e The value of the West Midlands region imports decreased by £8.1bn (-21.6%) when compared to
year ending Q3 2019 down to £29.6bn in the year ending Q3 2020. The East Midlands imports
decreased by £4.2bn (-14.4%) since the year ending Q3 2019 to reach £25.2bn in the year ending
Q3 2020.

The following charts shows UK imports by region, years to Q3 2018, Q3 2019 and Q3 2020:
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SITC Sections

e The largest SITC section for exports in the Midlands Engine area was machinery and transport at
£31.5bn — 66.8% of total. Compared to the year ending Q3 2019 this has decreased by £6.3bn (-
16.7%).

e 10.5% (nearly £5bn) of goods exported from the Midlands Engine area comes from miscellaneous
manufactures, followed by 9.8% (£4.6bn) for manufactured goods.

e The largest SITC section that was imported across the Midlands Engine area was machinery and
transport at £23.8bn, which is 43.4% of total imports. This has decreased since the year ending
Q3 2019 by £6.7bn (-22.0%).

e The highest value of exports from the Midlands Engine area was to the European Union at £21.7bn
- accounting for 46.0% of the total. However, this has decreased by £5.2bn (-19.5%) from the year
ending Q3 2019. This is followed by Asia & Oceania at £9.7bn, accounting for 20.6%. Exports to
Asia & Oceania decreased by -£1.1bn (-10.4%) compared to the year ending Q3 2019.
e The highest value of imports to the Midlands Engine area was from the European Union at £31.1bn
- accounting for 56.6% of the total. This is a decrease of £8.6bn (-21.7%) when compared to the
year ending Q3 2019. This is followed by Asia and Oceania at £14.5bn accounting for 26.4%. This
has decreased by £1.4bn (-8.7%) from the year ending Q3 2020.
